Italy

Fully sparkling, lightly creamy and fruity. 

Clean and fresh on the palate.

2 Alamina Sparkling Pinot Grigio Rose £22.00

Romania

A terrific pink that is great for celebrations, 

and drinks surprisingly well with food.

3 Champagne Laurent-Perrier Brut NV, La Cuvee £55.00

France

Subtle citrus, toast and spice dominate this perfectly balanced Champagne, 

with a strong structure giving the wine good food compatibility.

4 Champagne Monmarthe Premier Cru Ludes Brut NV £40.00

France

Stunning non-vintage Champagne, with good fruit and great finesse.

5 Champagne Dom Perignon Cuvee Prestige £149.00

France

The most famous, and still the benchmark for luxury Champagne. A real treat!

White Wines
If you like Pinot Grigio...

6 Gavi di Gavi £35.00

Toledana, Italy

On the nose, a bouquet of fruity aromas of citrus fruits and floral 

notes of meadow flowers. On the palate, this Gavi di Gavi is very 

dense and full-bodied, dry in taste, fresh, finely balanced acidity. 

Fine almond aromas in the long, soft aftertaste.

7 Ke Bonta Cortese £18.00

Italy

A fresh, crisp dry white, with green apple aromas, lime 

and honeysuckle. The palate is lightly honeyed with citrus flavours.

8 Tempus Two “Silver Series”, Pinot Gris £21.00

Australia

Pinot Gris is the New World name for Pinot Grigio and offers all you 

expect from this popular grape variety. On the nose there is a delicate 

aroma of pear and passionfruit with floral undertones. The palate is 

refreshing and highlights lifted floral notes of pear with hints of citrus.

9 Cielo Pinot Grigio £18.60

Veneto, Italy 250ml £6.70

Easy drinking Pinot, with hints of almond 175ml £5.15

and pears, with a deep and long-lasting finish.

10 Picpoul de Pinet Ormarine £22.00

France

Like Pinot Grigio? Love Sauvignon Blanc? Fancy a change? Then this 

increasingly popular wine is for you! Floral and enticing on the nose, 

exuberantly up-beat and fresh with zero oak influence, subtle fine 

and long on the palate. Give it a go you won’t be disappointed!



If you like Sauvignon Blanc...

11 Albarino Reveleste £23.00

Spain

Ripe citrus fruit a crisp palate of lemon zest, fresh lime and stone fruits.

12 Ten Rocks Sauvignon Blanc £20.00

Marlborough, New Zealand 250ml £7.60

A delicious fruit salad of flavours, with passion fruit, lime, melon, 175ml £6.10

freshly cut grass, and much more! The palate is crisp and clean 

with lovely length and concentration.

13 Sancerre Chateau Langlois £39.00

France

Extremely expressive Loire Sauvignon, with typical citrusy and exotic 

fruit notes on the nose; on the palate lovely balance, elegance and freshness.

14 Trewa Estate Sauvignon Blanc £17.60

Chile 250ml £6.20

A refreshing wine with aromas of fresh tropical and citrus fruits. 175ml £4.65

Full of fresh pineapple and lime flavours on the palate, 

it has a long and satisfying finish.

15 Domaine de la Baume Viognier £22.00

France

An intense sun drenched golden yellow with notes of fresh apricot and white 

peach. On the palate this wine is full and savoury with a hint of white pepper.

If you like Chardonnay...

16 Laughing Giraffe Chenin Blanc £18.00

South Africa

Fresh and fruity off-dry style which shows hints of ripe apple and 

pear which combine well with citrus and ripe passionfruit notes.

17 Petit Chablis, Domaine Geoffroy £25.00

Burgundy, France

Lightly nutty on the nose, with a stylish palate, delicate fruit, 

and an elegant finish. Textbook Burgundian Chardonnay.

18 Franschhoek Cellar ‘Our Town Hall’ Chardonnay £22.00

South Africa

Deep gold in aspect, with a bouquet of honey, citrus and a slight 

nuttiness. On the palate, white peach, lemon, cream, vanilla and 

subtle spice, with a long, exotic finish.

19 The Landings Colombard Chardonnay £17.60

Australia 250ml £6.20

A tingly fresh medium dry white wine from South Eastern Australia. 175ml £4.65

Straightforward and easy drinking with lively citrus fruit characteristics 

and crisp fresh acidity.



If you like Riesling...

20 Piesporter Michelsberg Schmitt Sohne £17.00

Germany 250ml £6.00

Medium sweet white, with light floral aromatic fruit. 175ml £4.50

21 Lawsons Dry Hills Riesling £24.00

Marlborough, New Zealand

Wonderfully aromatic Kiwi Riesling, strong lemon, lime

and floral notes with hints of stone fruits and honey.

Classics...

22 Chablis Premier Cru ‘Vau Ligneau’ £34.00

Alain Geoffroy, Burgundy France

This fine white Burgundy has real depth of fruit and a classic

steely dryness with perfect balance.

23 Cloudy Bay Sauvignon Blanc £36.00

New Zealand

One of the worlds most coveted Sauvignons, with a small allocation 

to the UK. You have to take the opportunity when you get it, surely?

24 Puligny Montrachet Joseph Drouhin £49.00

Burgundy, France

Puligny Montrachet is one of the most important domaines in Burgundy. 

On the palate; white peach and pepper and a light, fresh and airy nose 

with some weight behind it from oak, finished off with a really attractive 

and generous floral and mouth feel.

Rosé Wines

25 Château de la Deidière Rosé, Côtes de Provence £24.00

France

Plenty of spice, a creamy texture and a powerful vinous character. 

26 Cielo Pinot Grigio Blush £18.60

Italy 250ml £6.70

A light and refreshing Pinot Grigio with an enticing bouquet 175ml £5.15

and a seductive aftertaste. Straw yellow colour with green 

reflections and a bouquet of bread crust and green apple.

27 Painted Bird Zinfandel Rosé £17.60

USA 250ml £6.20

Mouth-watering summer berry flavours 175ml £4.65

create this refreshing sweeter style of rosé.



Red Wines

If you like Tempranillo...

28 Quara Estate Cabernet Sauvignon £26.00

Argentina

The nose shows notes of blackcurrant, mint and deep plums. The palate is classically 

full bodied with firm tannins and bright acidity. Toastier oak characters start to show

alongside the green pepper, capsicum and cassis flavours. Big, rich and intense.

29 Vina Ederra Rioja Crianza £20.00

Spain 250ml £7.60

Made from Rioja’s signature grape variety Tempranillo, 175ml £6.10

mellow and full of soft plum and blackcurrant fruit.

30 Torres Celeste Crianza, Ribera del Duero £30.00

Spain

Made from Tempranillo grapes, and aged in oak barrels for 12 months 

prior to bottling. Spicy, intense nose with liquorice and black pepper notes 

on a base of ripe blackberry and cherry fruit. A full-bodied long finish.

If you like Pinot Noir...

31 Jean by Loron Gamay Noir £26.00

Burgundy, France

Deep intense purple colour with garnet and purple reflections. Intense aromas 

of ripe black berry & blueberry, with liquorice spice and mineral notes. 

The mouth feel is round with a pleasant sweetness and intense fruit flavours. 

32 Santa Alba Pinot Noir Reserva £22.00

Chile

Light ruby red with aromas of raspberry and blueberry.

The palate has more distinct fruit and a round pleasing texture.

33 Lawsons Dry Hills Pinot Noir £32.00

Marlborough, New Zealand

The bright cherry and raspberry aromas scream "Pinot Noir". The palate is gentle and 

supple with surprising power and depth, the wine has a lovely length, soft chalky 

tannins and gentle acidity. The aromas of fragrant vanilla and mocha are derived 

from maturation in a mixture of some new, but mainly older French oak barriques.

If you like Shiraz...

34 Cotes du Rhone Noble Dames des Treilles £19.00

France

Traditional Rhone blend, based on Grenache and Syrah;

showing soft cherry and raspberry fruit with a warming peppery finish.

35 The Landings Cabernet Shiraz £17.60

Australia 250ml £6.20

The richly-styled Shiraz blends very well with the more 175ml £4.65

rounded Cabernet, and is a good example of why 

Australian wines are proving so popular and great value.

36 Essencia de Fontana Syrah £19.00

Spain

Ripe blackberry aromas, with spicy notes of freshly ground black pepper. 

Intense fruit, juicy and full-bodied with fine tannins and a refreshing finish.

37 Vinaceous Snake Charmer Shiraz £36.00

Australia

Deep purple & vivid in colour with bright hues - with perfumed, lifted berries and spice 

on the nose, intense black fruits, dark chocolate and mocha notes across the mid palate;

wonderfully rich, layered and textural finishing with soft, silky tannins and toasty oak.



If you like Merlot...

38 Vina Ventisquero Reserva Carmenere £22.00

Chile

Deep red black in colour, with intense aromas of black fruits such as blackberries,

mixed traces of black pepper, notes of vanilla and a soft smoky hint. A wine with a

great structure, rich and velvety tannins, concentrated body and fruity, spicy notes.

39 Trewa Merlot £17.60

Chile 250ml £6.20

Elegant expression of fresh red fruit, especially raspberry, strawberry, 175ml £4.65

and red plum jam, mixed with soft shades of vanilla and caramel.  

A balanced wine with a pleasant creamy ending.

40 Chateau Puy Blanquet St Emilion Grand Cru £36.00

Bordeaux, France

A delightful wine with intense fruit on the nose followed by lovely 

red cherry flavours on the palate, light but pure and persistent 

with juicy character and soft tannins on the finish.

41 Cielo Baccolo Appassimento £21.00

Italy

Round and spicy, with ripe fruit hints obtained by partially dried 

grapes, a famous winemaking process known as “Appassimento.”

If you like Malbec...

42 Finca Don Mauro Malbec £20.00

Mendoza, Argentina 250ml £7.60

A juicy, brambly nose leads to a soft rounded palate   175ml £6.10

with redcurrants, blackcurrants and plums. Soft tannins 

and a nice lift of acidity make this a lovely every day Malbec.

43 Vista Calma Roble Reserva Malbec £24.00

Argentina

Ripe red fruits, smoke and chocolate all show on the forward and 

intense nose. The palate has elegant tannins and subtle acidity 

that all underpin the brambly fruit, sweet smoke and hint of meatiness.

44 Lyngrove Estate Pinotage £18.00

Stellenbosch, South Africa

From South Africa’s unique grape, this wine is packed with spice 

and blackberry aromas. With juicy berry flavours, and a soft finish.

Classics...

45 Angelo Veglio Foje d’Autun Barolo £45.00

Italy

Made from 100% Nebbiolo a bright garnet red with orange flecks and a floral, 

fruity bouquet leading to a balanced yet powerful palate of tar and Roses.

46 Chateauneuf du Pape Juliette Avril £35.00

France

An outstanding producer of fruit driven, elegant red wines from Rhone. Avril's

Chateauneuf du Pape is a blend of 75% Grenache,10% Syrah, plus 15% of Cinsault, 

Mourvedre, Counoise and Vaccarse. An elegant wine that is soft, warming and with 

finesse unlike some of the more block-buster style of Chateauneuf de Pape's available.

47 Vina Pomal Rioja Reserva £28.00

Spain

Bursting with blackberry and raspberry fruit, the palate is clean, intense and persistent.

Perfectly balanced with soft velvety tannins it is delicious from start to the long finish.



Dessert Wine

48 Vistamar Late Harvest Moscatel 1/2 Bottle   £11.95

Chile

From the hills around the Central Valley comes this late-picked 

Moscatel wine, where the sugar has become highly concentrated 

as the grape shrivels as the winter approaches. The result is a rich, 

honey-toned wine that will bring the best out of all puds 

- and blue cheeses too!

Sixteen Ridges Wines

Nestled in the heart of the rolling Herefordshire countryside,

The Sixteen Ridges Estate stands on a 13th Century 750 year old

original vineyard site near the historic town of Ledbury

49 Bacchus Sixteen Ridges Vineyard £26.00

Ledbury, England

A zesty, full flavoured dry white wine with aromas of crushed basil 

lifting from the glass on pouring with herbaceous gooseberries on 

a punchy palate. A crisp clean finish. 

50 Early Red Pinot Noir Sixteen Ridges Vineyard £30.00

Ledbury, England

A ruby red, medium bodied wine with cherry, raspberry, 

and earthy vanilla notes to the aroma and palate, 

with soft tannins and a hint of oak on the finish.
