Valle Central, Chile
Clear & bright with notes of tropical fruits & hints of citrus, it has 
well balanced acidity & a lovely crisp mouthfeel.

Victoria, Australia 
A cleansing Australian Chardonnay with lifted aromas of ripe peach 
and nectarine complemented with subtle oak. The palate is soft 
and creamy and exhibits ripe stone fruits.

San Antonio Pinot Grigio
Veneto, Italy 
Delicate colour with a ripe fruit aroma with pear and melon flavours 
on the palate. Crisp and dry, it has balanced acidity with a long 
lingering finish.

Aroha Bay Sauvignon Blanc
Marlborough, New Zealand
Fresh, zesty and juicy with herbaceous and tropical notes combining 
for that racy zip we all love about Kiwi Sauvignon 

Little Cricket Grüner Veltliner 
Pannon Country, Hungary
Fresh and lively with aromas of lemon and apple. Light-bodied 
with nice acidity. Dry, clean, and crisp with citrus notes, yellow 
plum, light green apple, & a hint of white pepper.

Beeskamp Waterkloof Chenin Blanc
Stellenbosch, South Africa 
A complex Chenin Blanc that is fresh, soft and elegant. The nose is 
welcoming with prominent hints of stone fruits such as white peach 
and apricots and also showing hints of honey.  

CVNE Monopole Rioja Blanco Seco
Rioja, Spain 
Bright and fresh with loads of citrusy, sherbet lemon notes, it’s crisp 
and dry but has a silky texture that keeps things nicely balanced.

Produced in the Limoux area of the Languedoc with 40% aged in 
French and American oak.

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Le Beau Flamant Picpoul de Pinet
Languedoc, France 
Floral and tropical fruit notes on the nose. On the palate this crisp, 
dry white has plenty of stone fruit, melon, and zesty notes.

Not from Rias Baixas but from nearby Ribeiro, this wine has a nose 
of citrus, Granny-Smith apple, melon and freshly chopped herbs. 
Peach, apple, melon, orange-blossom and mint-leaf flavours are 
set into a full-textured wine that offers a closing note of citrus zest 
and salinity 

Chablis Chartron et Trébuchet
Burgundy, France 
A deliciously drinkable Chablis – crisp and clean with a rich bouquet 
and elegant fruit characters. Originally founded in Puligny-Montrachet, 
Chartron et Trebuchet has built a reputation for quality white wines.

A deep, ruby coloured red wine full of ripe blackberry and cherry 
fruit on the nose with a subtle hint of lightly toasted oak from the 
American oak barrel ageing.

Château Petit Bois Lussac Saint-Emillion
Bordeaux, France 
Complex with smooth fruits like black berry and morello cherries, 
lovely structure throughout.   Plum and liquorice decorate the finish.
